
 

 
WINTER UNIFORM 

Red or white shirts or polo shirts (long sleeved or short 

sleeved) 

Red jumpers, sweatshirts, fleeces or cardigans 

Grey skirts or trousers 

Black, grey or white socks 

 

We expect long hair to be tied back at all times in school and will provide a hair tie for your 

child if they come to school with their hair loose. 

 

SUMMER UNIFORM 

This is the same as the Winter Uniform, except that girls may wear red gingham dresses. 

Baseball caps may be worn outside, when the weather is warm and sunny. 

  

FOOTWEAR 

Pupils are expected to wear sensible dark shoes in the Autumn and Spring terms and sensible 

dark shoes or sandals in the Summer Term.  For reasons of hygiene trainers should only be 

worn for PE and Games and should not be worn for normal school use. 

  

JEWELLRY  

No jewellery except for watches and suitable small sleepers or stud earrings should be worn 

for school. 

  

PE KIT 

Red PE T-shirts and red shorts (not Bermuda Shorts please) 

Pupils in Classes 3 and 4 may wish to bring jogging bottoms and a spare 

sweatshirt for cold days outside.  Children should also wear plimsolls or plain 

trainers for PE activities.  Every child should change their footwear for PE. 

  

Watches and jewellery (including earrings) should not be worn during any PE activities. 

Your child must be able to remove their own earrings. If they are unable to do so, we 

would advise you to remove them before they come to school on the days their class 

has PE.  This is an Essex County Council Health and Safety Guideline which we must 

abide by.
